This week has seen us undergo two external reviews. On Monday, Tuesday and Wednesday the Cornwallis site
was visited by Challenge Partners. The team consisted of a Headteacher from Hertfordshire, an Assistant Head
from Coventry and a lead reviewer (who is also an Ofsted Inspector) from Berkshire.
