Some of our clubs are run by school staff and have a cost in order to cover the cost of resources. School staff that
run clubs do not get paid to do so which helps to minimise the cost to parents. Children who receive Pupil Premium
Funding can access 2 clubs per half term for free (with the exception of Funstar Musical Theatre and Football and
STKD Tae Kwon Do).

Children attending before school and after school clubs must be dropped off and collected on time. Please do not
use the school car park when dropping your child off or collecting your child from a club. In order to ensure the
children’s safety, we would ask that parents wait outside the main school entrance (automatic sliding doors) when
collecting from an after-school club.

Refunds will only be given in exceptional circumstances as places cannot be reoffered once a club has commenced.
Most clubs will commence week beginning Monday 3™ November and run for 6 weeks with the following exceptions:
e No Craft or Drawing Club the first week after half term as it’s Parents Evening week and the teachers will
have their appointments.
e No Drawing Club on 4™ December due to staff training.
e There will be no clubs at all running during the very last week of term due to Christmas performances etc.
