Some of our clubs are run by school staff and have a cost in order to cover the cost of resources. School staff that 
run clubs do not get paid to do so which helps to minimise the cost to parents. Children who receive Pupil Premium 
Funding can access 2 clubs per half term for free (with the exception of Funstar Education Musical Theatre and 
Football and STKD Tae Kwon Do).  
 
Children attending before school and after school clubs must be dropped off and collected on time. Please do not 
use the school car park when dropping your child off or collecting your child from a club. In order to ensure the 
children’s safety, we would ask that parents wait outside the main school entrance (automatic sliding doors) when 
collecting from an after-school club. 
 
Refunds will only be given in exceptional circumstances as places cannot be reoffered once a club has commenced. 
 
Clubs will commence week beginning Monday 12th January and run for 5 weeks with the exception of Singing and 
Music Club - no session on Thursday 29th January due to staff training.

Funstar Football Club 
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Multi Sports Club  
This club will be run by a coach from Harris School Sports Partnership after school on a 
Monday from 3.15pm until 4.15pm. The cost is £3.00 per session and there are 16 spaces 
available open to all year groups. The children will take part in a different sport activity 
each week in the school hall such as athletics, dodgeball, hockey and mini-tennis. 
 
 

        Drawing Club  
This club will be run by Mrs Wright after school on a Monday from 3.15pm until 4.00pm and is 
open to all year groups. The cost will be £2.50 per session to cover the cost of resources and 
there will be 12 spaces available. This club is for all our budding artists. Each week the children 
will be guided through step-by-step of how to draw something using drawing pencils. We have a 
wide range of pencil crayons for the children to colour in their finished piece which they will be 
able to bring home.

Ball Skills Club  
This club will be run by a sports coach from Harris School Sports Partnership before school on a 
Wednesday morning from 8.00am until 8.40am. There will be 16 spaces available which are 
open to all year groups and the cost will be £2.00 per session. Ball Skills Club will help children 
build confidence and coordination while having fun! Each session introduces a variety of ball 
games and activities that develop catching, throwing, kicking, dribbling and teamwork. 

 
Tae Kwon Do Club 
This club is run by a coach from STKD after school on a Wednesday from 3.15pm until 4.15pm and is 
open to all year groups. The cost is £3.00 per session. The children will learn different moves and 
techniques every week and learn to challenge themselves. They will have the opportunity to reach a 
new grade (coloured belt) every term at an additional cost of £35 therefore a commitment to the 
club is expected.  

  
 

Singing and Music Club  
This club will be run by Mrs Patel after school on a Thursday from 3.15pm until 4.00pm and        
is open to all year groups. The cost will be £2.50 per session and there will be 12 spaces 
available. Through singing their favourite songs and hands-on instrument play, children will 
develop listening skills, rhythm awareness and coordination.
